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PURCHASE AND FINANCING OF NEW 

AMBULANCE

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the Fire Department owns and operates three ambulances to provide emergency medical and ambulance transportation services to the residents of Burlington; and

WHEREAS, the Fire Department and DPW Equipment Maintenance Director have determined that Ambulance 2 should be replaced to improve reliability and reduce maintenance costs; and
WHEREAS, the Department recommends the purchase of a new ambulance from Cromwell Emergency Vehicles for a total price of $142,545 after a $10,000 credit for the trade in of the ambulance to be replaced;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council approves and authorizes the Chief of the Fire Department, or his designee, to purchase the new ambulance for a total price of $142,545 after a $10,000 trade-in credit, and further authorizes the Chief Administrative Officer to finance the acquisition through the City’s master lease program.
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
