 WHEREAS, the City of Burlington (“City”) owns and operates the Burlington International Airport (“Airport”); and


WHEREAS, the Director of Aviation has determined that the reconstruction/construction of certain taxiways at the Airport (“the Projects”), will be in the best interest of the City and of public benefit and in furtherance of public airport purposes; and 


WHEREAS, the Airport expects to receive a Federal Aviation Administration (“FAA”) Airport Improvement Program (“AIP”) Grant Offer: ($836,000.00 Federal share; $26,400.00 State share; $17,600.00 City share; total anticipated cost: $880,000.00) as funding for the Projects (“Grant Offer”); and


WHEREAS, the Airport, after appropriate process, has determined to contract with the following entities for services associated with the Project (“the Contracts”):  Campbell & Paris Engineers (“Campbell & Paris”) for consulting and engineering services, including but not limited to:  administration, inspection and testing services relating to the reconstruction of Taxiway “C” from the end of the project being completed with American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funding west to the intersection with runway 1-19 known as phase 3b of the South End Development Program, total anticipated amount of contract: $79,917.00; S.D. Ireland Construction for construction services, total anticipated amount of contract: $766,917.00;
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT upon the September 14, 2009 approval of the Board of Finance, the Honorable Mayor Bob Kiss be and hereby is authorized and directed to execute on behalf of the City of Burlington agreements accepting the above-referenced Grant Offer from the United States of America for the above-referenced projects.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Director of Aviation, Brian Searles, be and hereby is authorized to execute on behalf of the City, the Contracts referenced above, and all other documents which may be required for the acceptance of said Grant Offer and the pursuit of its purposes, and/or documents related to the aforementioned Contracts, subject to any applicable City Purchasing Procedure, and subject to review by the Chief Administrative Officer and the City’s legal counsel, as necessary.
