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IMPROVEMENTS TO THE SOUTHERN ENTRANCE 
TO THE ROUTE 127 BIKE PATH

In the year Two Thousand Nine………………………………………………………………..
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, neighbors of the southern entrance of the Route 127 Bike Path have worked diligently for many years to stop illegal dumping at or near the embankment north of this entrance; and 
 
WHEREAS, even with consistent effort to stop illegal dumping at or near this entrance, the design of the southern entrance of the Route 127 Bike Path has made it impossible to accomplish; and
WHEREAS, the design of the southern entrance to the Route 127 Bike Path discourages cyclists and pedestrians from safely utilizing this Bike Path; and

WHEREAS, the City of Burlington seeks to stop illegal dumping throughout the city, including the southern entrance of the Route 127 Bike Path; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Burlington promotes the safe use of all bike paths by cyclists and pedestrians, including the Route 127 Bike Path; and

WHEREAS, a coalition of neighbors working with City officials from the Departments of Parks and Recreation, and Public Works have created a new design for the southern entrance to the Route 127 Bike Path in order to reduce illegal dumping and improve pedestrian and bike access; and

WHEREAS, the new design will significantly reduce illegal dumping at or near the southern entrance to the Route 127 Bike Path; and
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WHEREAS, the City of Burlington has received a financial settlement from the Adelphia Cable Company that has not been appropriated; and

WHEREAS, constructing a new southern entrance to the Route 127 Bike Path is estimated to cost approximately $30,000, funding not included in the FY2010 budget or on the FY2010 Capital Construction priority list;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that this matter be referred to the Finance Board to identify a source of funding for this Route 127 Bike Path project, with such funding available to complete this project by May 1, 2010, including consideration of using $30,000 of the settlement with the Adelphia Cable Company; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council’s goal is that construction of the improvements to the southern entrance to the Route 127 Bike Path begin no later than      October 15, 2009 and be completed no later than May 1, 2010; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Finance Board is requested to report back to the City Council at its meeting on October 5, 2009.
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
