WHEREAS, the City of Burlington (“City”) is eligible for 2009 Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) funding from the U.S. Department of Justice; and 


WHEREAS, JAG funding is intended to support a broad range of crime prevention efforts and can be expended over a four-year period; and
WHEREAS, through the Mayor’s Office, the City applied for JAG funding and was informed on August 26, 2009 that it had been awarded a grant of $121,870; and

WHEREAS, prior to applying for JAG funding, Mayor Kiss sent a memorandum dated June 11, 2009 to this body asking for review and comment on the City’s planned JAG application; and

WHEREAS, at the September 21, 2009 Board of Finance meeting the Board unanimously recommended that the Mayor be authorized to accept the 2009 JAG award;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Honorable Mayor Bob Kiss is hereby authorized to execute the 2009 JAG funding agreement and accept the grant award of $121,870, subject to the review of the City Attorney.
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
