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+ The City of Burlington has about 120 miles of paved roddwcnys in-our street network.

¢ Before 2009, $700,000 per year was bOdgeTed for capital projects for roadway
reconstruction. These tax dollars vielded about 15 streets or 3 miles of reconstrucied
roadways per year.

s Our City's general system-wide condition pre-2009 was in “poor” condition with a PCI
{Pavement Condition Index) of 62. After only 1 year of new capitdl, the street sysiem
condition has improved for the first time ever since daia started being recorded in 1986.

» Starting in the summer of 2009, work increased to 50+ streets or 10 miles of full
reconstruction per year for a period of 3 years. After 3 years, our pavement network is
poised fo improve to a “satisfactory” condition of 72 or better.

« After the initial 3-year accelerated plan has been completed by 2012, street funding will
be 1.4 million per year. This will reconstruct 25 streets or 5 miles a year. This will continue
to maintain the improved system-wide condition and set dll streets on a 20 year
replacement cycle. : '

» Work this season began on May 1, 2010 in the south end of the City and contractors are
working their way up to the north end with a project completion date of November 1+,
2010.

s Street reconstruction work does not include driveway aprons, sidewalk, curb or greenbelt
res’roro’_rion. The project is specific 1o the travel way only.
