WHEREAS, Burlington’s Department of Public Works (DPW) issued a Request for Proposals for repair options of sewer lines on portions of Battery Street and Colchester Avenue; and

WHEREAS, the repair option proposed by all contractors was the cured in place pipe method designed for a 50 year lifespan; and 

WHEREAS, for the proposed Battery Street work,  Reynolds Inliner, LLC of Fairfield, Maine, was the lowest responsive bidder at the amount of $162,500; and

            WHEREAS, for the proposed Colchester Avenue work, Reynolds Inliner, LLC of Fairfield, Maine, was also the lowest responsive bidder at the amount of $44,522; and

            WHEREAS, the total project cost is to be paid from the fiscal year 2011 wastewater capital account and said work is not to begin until July, 2011; and

            WHEREAS, on May 20, 2010, the Board of Finance reviewed and approved DPW’s request  to award a contract for the total project to Reynolds Inliner, LLC of Fairfield, Maine in the amount of  $207,022;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Steven Goodkind, Public Works Director, be and hereby is authorized to execute a contract on behalf of the City of Burlington with Reynolds Inliner, LLC of Fairfield ME, in the amount of $207,022 for the relining of the 
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delineated sewer lines on Battery Street and Colchester Avenue, subject to the prior review and approval of the contract by the City Attorney.
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
