MINUTES 

 

 Mayor Kiss convened a meeting of the Board of Finance at 4:35 p.m. with all members 

present.   

 

1.  Agenda

2.   Code Enforcement: BOH Lawn Lab Lintilhac Grant Resolution 

 

 The Board reviewed a request and a proposed resolution for an appropriation of $3,500 of 

a grant from the Lintilhac Foundation for a project to provide education relative to the use of 

pesticides on lawns.  CAO Leopold made a motion, seconded by Councilor Keogh, to approve 

the request and proposed resolution and to recommend to the Council approval of the same.  The 

motion passed unanimously. 

 

3.   Department of Public Works: Sewer Line Repairs 

 

 The Board reviewed a request by the Public Works Department to approve an award of 

contract in the amount of $207,022 for sewer line repairs including $162,500 for Battery Street 

and $44,522 for Colchester Avenue with the contract to be awarded to Reynolds Inliner, Inc.  

CAO Leopold made a motion, seconded by Councilor Keogh, to approve the award of contract 

for a total amount of $207,022 for sewer line repairs to Battery Street and Colchester Avenue by 

Reynolds Inliner, Inc. and to recommend approval of the same to the City Council.  The motion 

passed unanimously.
