Burlington Police is actively investigating a report of a stolen vehicle that was captured on surveillance video and 
looking for the public’s help with identifying the male and female suspect.  

 

 

NARRATIVE: 

 

On 28 December 2021, at approximately 2115 hours, Burlington Police responded to investigate 

a report of a stolen vehicle from the Marketplace Parking Garage located at 47 So Winooski 

Avenue.   

 

The victim reported their purse being stolen from a local business on College St that contained 

their car keys and other valuable property.  A short time later, the victim returned to their vehicle 

parked in the parking garage to find the vehicle gone.  The investigating officer reviewed the 

surveillance cameras inside the parking garage to observe a white male and female walking 

through the parking garage.  The male is seen with the vehicle keys in his hand pushing a button 

to sound the vehicle’s horn or make the lights on the vehicle flash to identify the victim’s 

vehicle.  In the surveillance video, the male suspect and female locate the victim’s vehicle.  The 

male and female enter the vehicle with the male operating the vehicle out the wrong way of the 

parking garage.   

 

The Burlington Police Department is asking for the public’s help with identifying the male and 

female in the attached photos.  The Burlington Police Department has seen a rise in stolen 

vehicle in 2021.  To this date, Burlington Police Department has had approximately 130 stolen 

vehicle in 2021 compared to 61 in 2020.
