Minutes of the Last Meeting

Commissioner McLaughlin asked for a motion to accept the minutes from June Commission meeting. Motion was made by Commissioner Sheehey, seconded by Commission Sweeney. With no objections minutes were accepted and submitted.

Chief’s Oral Report

· Chief Lasker and Deputy Chief Plante will be going before Ambulance District 3 for approval of Paramedic Licensing tonight. Once approved the license change will be submitted to the Vermont Department of Health for final approval. 
· Update on Union negotiations will occur during Executive Session. 
· The Fire Alarm Technician position has been approved by City Council to be made into a full-time limited service position. Position will include all benefits except retirement. 
· The new SCBA equipment has been installed by DC Brown and Captain Murphy. It is in service and being used. Ten air packs, ten masks, and twenty bottles were sold to the Lincoln Fire Department. Malletts Bay Fire Department will also be purchasing some bottles. 
· Station 1's new roof is complete.
· Capital Vehicle Replacement plan is still supported, however there is still no answer of where the funding will come from.  
· The UTV staff training is complete. It has been used for difference responses as well as events at the waterfront. Chief Lasker would like to thank DC Plante for all of the work he did putting the UTV together and preparing it for deployment.
· The new Airvan (1989 E-1 walk-in rescue) is having body work done and striping soon. It will hopefully be deployed within the next month. 
· The department has had two resignations. One member had been on just over a year and left for another local department. The other member was one of the new recruits recently hired that left for a department out of state. The Department is advertising for paramedics.
· There have been conversations with the mayor about having members from within the department trained to become paramedics. Discussions are ongoing, but there may be money in the City's budge to send members to training.
