City of Burlington Board of Health – Chair’s Report 06/09/2016

Budget – BOH has not yet spent all budgeted money for fiscal year.  More money may be spent between now and end of year, but this is not certain.  

Strategic Plan – The BOH needs to finalize priorities and set goals for next period.  We need to complete the following things:
· Identify 4 priority issues upon which to focus attention
· Identify objectives of involvement with these issues
· Identify a goal or goals to accomplish objectives in these issue areas
· Budget money to accomplish these goals
· Identify lead members who will assure progress toward these goals

Substance Abuse - The BOH has previously identified Substance Abuse as a Strategic Plan priority.  The BOH has made good progress in assisting partner organizations with obtaining and promoting the placement of sharps containers on various City-owned buildings and properties.  The BOH needs to identify more goals in this priority area, and work toward attaining these goals.  

Health Education - The Chair is interested in making public health education one priority within Strategic Plan.  This priority may be broadly seen as undertaking regular communication to City of Burlington residents via print media, social media, radio/television as allowed, and in person.  This priority effort will require establishing an effective and streamlined means of generating public health messages.  The Chair is willing to draft a public health education plan for BOH members to consider.  

Homelessness - Homelessness remains a serious concern in the city of Burlington, and housing security is a well-known determinant of health.  The Chair recommends consideration of the issue of homelessness as a possible Strategic Plan priority.  

Water Quality - With recent incidences surrounding water quality throughout the state and City, the Chair recommends BOH consideration of this issue as another Strategic Plan priority.  The Chair would like to see BOH more re-examine City water quality testing protocols to be sure we are doing all we can to provide safe drinking water to City residents.  Additionally, the Chair would like to have some dialog with Burlington Parks and Recreation staff to better understand water testing protocols for City beaches and swimming areas.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Yearly Budgeting – The BOH should begin a process of setting budget priorities and allocating spending amounts at the beginning of the fiscal year as part of its regular operation.  This approach reflects the how other City departments and boards operate, and will help focus attention and efforts on Strategic Plan priorities, and assure money is spent according to these established priorities.
