	1. Mayor Miro Weinberger
To hear issues related to Lead Paint Poisoning and Urban Agriculture Ordinance


	Chair Austin Sumner
Acknowledged well developed Lead Abatement Program in BTV which specifically address correcting the sources of Lead Paint exposure.

IN VT 1 and 2 year olds are tested for Lead Poisoning and results are reported to State Dept. of Health.

Historically, Burlington Lead Program has asked the state for that data however, State refuses -citing confidentiality issues.

Burlington Board of Health wants to help Lead Programs efforts to obtain that data.

Laws give Health Officer authority if there is a capacity to protect confidentiality.

There have been 2 letters sent to Chen previously – Chen politely declines to share info.

In 2013 out of 810 test – 68 tested @ 5-9 – 6 tested at > 10

>10- State sends out State inspector

5-9- no real follow-up.

BD of Health believes those 68 that tested

@5-9 deserve to have ongoing exposure eliminated.

BTV Board of Health would like to receive exposure data including child/parents name and address.  IN BTV, if rental property, Code can start inspection process which also includes EMP compliance.

Board would not get confidential info – Lead Program would not get confidential info.  Only Health Officer (Bill Ward)

David Casey – Urban Agriculture Ordinance

2013 City Council asked Board of Health

To research health effects of Animal Husbandry and Animal Slaughter to advise Urban Agriculture Ordinance committee.

18 month process so – far – hope to be wrapping up soon.

Initial resistance in community re: animal slaughter – Humane Society

Working group with State experts – meat inspectors and slaughter experts.

At this time recommendations include Limits on # of livestock

Limits on kinds of animals

Also addressing nutrient management- waste issues

Setting manure amounts on properties to 20 gallons(trash can size)

CSWD has capacity for waste as # of animals increases.

Challenges:

Looking to other cities for ordinance.
Size of lot determines # of animals and size of animals. Bill Ward and Gene Bergman:  4 is the current standard of allowable animals.  If one wants more than 4 than they must apply and lot size will determine permissions.

Planning to work with Ordinance Committee to define structures, size and setback.


	1.  Allow City Attorney Gene Bergman to speak to VT Dept. of Health attorneys to see what the barriers are and how they could be addressed.

2. Mayor Miro to call Dr. Chen to ask what are the barriers how can BTV Board of Health collaborate with the State Dept. of Health and receive this information.

3.  Bill Ward to send Mayor Miro file with letters to Chen and Chen’s responses.
4. Board of Health – short letter to Mayor to thank him for listening to BD of health and considering requests related to elevated Lead levels.

5. Julie Hathaway to speak to pediatrician (Joe Hagan)  What is their perspective.

Talking Points for Mayor Miro

1.  Maintain status quo for most part

     4 animals always allowed

Who will be unhappy?

     Noise- Odor

Noise Ordinance still applies

Odor- good structure of setbacks and structure size, # of animals, feed bins, controlled amounts of waste to mitigate odor.

2. Encourage Ag Commission to have core group for first responders to odor complaints.
