Here is my report on Food Safety:
I attended the opening day of the Farmer's Market in City Hall Park and observed all booths.  All booths seriving prepared foods had them maintained at a hot or cold temperature as appropriate.  Everyone was wearing gloves when handling food.  (Except produce which was no different than in the supermarket.)  There were two exceptions:  Rockvillle Grill was making gordtios and cracking the eggs without gloves.  I don't know if that is a violation as the eggs then cook, but another booth doing the same thing was using gloves when cracking the eggs.  Sweet Rowan cut cheese for samples and placed on wooden cutting board without gloves.  Williams Farm was serving cooked beef samples on a wooden cutting board - all were gone but the dirty cutting board was still out.  No one had a current license on opening day - they hadn't come with them yet.  I introduced myself at the managers booth (he was not there) and noted everything looked pretty good but new licenses hadn't been given yet.  Chris (not the manager) stated the DOH had a hard time finding someone to work on Saturdays.
I went again last Saturday.  I did not see either Rockville Grill or Wiliams farm.  No other violations noted - this was more towards noon, but cooling and heating trays were cool and warm to touch. The DOH had been around and given 2014 licenses.  
I did not see the Jamaican Jerk cart on either occasion.
