	1. Approval of Agenda and Minutes of Prior Meeting
	The chair called the meeting to order at 6:31 p.m.

	Carolne made a motion to add Item 7 Opioid crisis discussion to the agenda. Mary seconded.  All in favor
Caroline made a motion to approve agenda as amended.  Austin seconded.  All in favor.

Mary made a to approve the March  minutes with a grammatical change to section 5 to make the long sentence two separate sentences with a period after the word “meeting”.  Austin seconded.  All in favor.



	2. Vote on pesticide application at 
111 Intervale Avenue
	David MacDonnell =Director of Generation at the McNeil Generating Station presented the facts in support of the need to apply a pesticide to control vegetation inside a fenced area within the Station’s property.   He outlined steps taken before resorting to pesticide use.  He also described the direct spraying which limits or eliminates spraying outside the fenced in area.  There is no method for direct capture of runoff. 
Austin asked about the area surrounding the area to be treated to maximize the ability to capture any pesticide that may go outside the fenced in area.  Mr. MacDonnell described the soil, fencing and area immediately around the target area.  He indicated the spraying is direct to the fenced in area only.
Caroline asked about the policy of BED or written protocol to explain what the ongoing plan would be for this because it was the 3rd year for this side to have the same application.   The board will consider updating historical data required on the application form. (later discussed in emerging issues)
Bill to write a summary as the Health Officer regarding the site visit conducted for the pesticide application.  Bill will also write an e-mail to the applicants with the result of tonight’s vote. 


	Austin Made a motion to approve the pesticide application.  The motion was seconded by Mary.  All in favor.

	3. Public Forum/Emerging Issues
	Pesticide application form update – David and Bill will attempt to outline some updates to the “alternatives to pesticides” section of the form.  It will attempt to gain additional historical information about success or failure of previous alternatives.
David gave an overview of the known facts about the Zika virus.  The VT Dept of health information includes: Zika illness is usually mild, with the most common symptoms of fever, rash, joint pain, and pink eye (conjunctivitis), although often there are no symptoms. Zika virus has caused microcephaly, a serious birth defect of the brain, in babies of mothers who had the virus while pregnant.
