Subject: Code Enforcement update from the Health Officer for June 2015
Operations
· No new units were posted as unfit for human habitation since our last meeting.

Key projects for May/June  
· The creators of SeeClickFix conducted a case study on Burlington’s use of SCF with found syringe reports.  I was joined by Tom Dalton from the Howard Center Safe Recovery program in answering a series of questions about how Burlington developed the reporting process for syringe reports.  They plan to release their case study to the press as a demonstration of a best practices model for other communities. 
· We are will be compiling data for the first 6 months of housing inspections at the end of June. We expect to have a list of properties that have received various levels of Certificates of Compliance ranging from a 5 year to a 1 year certificate.   A 5 year COC is for properties that had no violations noted at the time of inspection.   A 1 year COC is for properties that have 10 or more deficiencies noted that are corrected within the time set for compliance.  A 2, 3 and 4 year COC would be issued on a scale according to City Ordinance.  (list available at the July BOH meeting)
· Our Case Manager Patti Wehman attended seminars on managing Code Enforcement operations and Basic Code Enforcement inspection training at the University of Wisconsin in June.  She is also now a Deputy Health Officer as of June 1, 2015.
· A graph showing the police incidents tracked in a three year quality of life evaluation is included on the back page.  Enforcement by the police has increased leading to increases in tickets issued and intoxication incidents.  Noise complaints are declining.  Landlords will continue to be notified in 2015/2016 by Code Enforcement when nuisance properties are identified. 
Rabies  - We received no new notifications from the VT. Department of Health about positive Rabies tests since the May BOH meeting.  The total Burlington positive test reports this year are 3 compared to 10 last year by this date.
