I'm pretty sure I won't be able to attend the hearing tomorrow evening for this project. I'm not opposed to this
development but I would ask that the owners remove trees on my property (408-410 Colchester Ave) within 20'
of the proposed retaining wall. It appears the East Wall Cantilevered Sheeting' will run along my SW property
line. I'm concerned that the installation of the retaining wall will disturb the root system of the trees on my
property ultimately killing them. Many of the trees are large and removing them after the retaining wall is
installed (if my understanding of the plans is correct) would be difficult. I've spoken to Steve Guild, the project
architect and he said he'd convey my concerns to the owners. Attached are pictures of the existing vegetation
along the property line and where I believe the retaining wall is proposed.
