Minutes of the Meeting

December 01, 2015
The Meeting of the Burlington Fire Commission convened at 0834 hours in the Chief’s office with Commissioners Perkinson, McLaughlin, Sheehey and Vincent present. Also present were Deputy Chief Peter Brown (Interim Chief), Deputy Chief R. Plante, Battalion Chief A. Collette, and Administrative Assistant M. Sweeney.

Minutes of the Last Meeting

Commissioner Perkinson asked if any changes needed to be made to October Commission Minutes. Deputy Chief Brown made a correction to the part in the Chief's Oral Report that indicated  all of the new recruits were white males from local areas. The correction made to October notes.
Chief’s Oral Report

· The department has hired three new recruits that started Monday, November 30th.

· There have been a few structure fires including one on Grant Street where one person was injured. On the same day there was also a second alarm fire on North Winooski Avenue. Three days ago there was a fire on Saint Paul Street. All of the fires are still under investigation by the Fire Marshal's Office. 
· The City is still working on the capital replacement plan for the purchase of new fire trucks. Presentations have been made to the Board of Finance and numbers are being confirmed.  
· The department is participating in the Fire Cuff toy donation program for the Vermont Children's Hospital. The delivery date will be December 16th. Station 1 and Station 5 are drop-off locations. 
· The hiring process for the new Fire Chief is still ongoing. Announcements for the new chief will be made soon.
· Deputy Chief Plante is scheduled to rotate out of the Administrative Office on December 14th when BC Collette will take over. The chief process may influence this, but the rotation is going forward as planned at this time.
· The annual fire report has been submitted to the City for FY15.
Old or New Business

· Commissioner Perkinson stated that he and Commissioner Sheehey were part of Chief's interview panel along with other city members. He believes the panel's purpose has been served and the process is at the Mayor's level. 
· Commissioner Vincent wanted to pass along that he had a situation that required assistance from the Fire Marshal's Office and it was dealt with in a quick and timely manner. Commissioner Perkinson added that his family member notified him there was a very quick response to a fire alarm activation at Edmunds they witnessed. 
· The Commission decided on dates for meetings for 2016.
