Health Officer Ward reported his staff’s top four issues as reported last month: 1) Tablets for Code Enforcement inspections, 2) Lead paint education for tenants and landlords, 3) Air quality and mold education 4) Changes to recycling program. 
Topics of discussion included the State’s lead poisoning data,  the ‘hub and spokes’ model for opioid treatment, and the Community Health Needs Assessment.
