	David provided a brief overview of his project “Stand On Unspoiled Lake Champlain”. David plans to paddleboard the circumference of the lake to raise awareness on environmental issues.

	

	4. Approving Budget Expenditures

	The board has $3118 left to spend in this fiscal year.  
After these two motions, the board has $2468 left to spend.

The board agreed that the following items would be worthy expenditures (motions pending further research on exact amount of funding to be allocated):  
· Purchase of batteries and pads for defibrillators at Burlington schools.  Estimated $1200.

· Fund scholarships for Serve Safe training program for Farmer’s Market vendors.  Estimated $300.

· Educational materials encouraging residents to avoid lawn care practices that endanger pollinators.  Raise awareness of recently passed resolution in City Council banning the use of neonicotinoid pesticides on city property.  Estimated $500. 

	Mary made a motion to allocate $250 for services to translate the lead paint notification letters into different languages. The translation services charges $50 and we will translate into as many languages as possible with the funds provided. Caroline seconded. All in favor.  
Caroline made a motion to purchase 20 65 gallon recycle toters (at the reduced date of $20 each during the current ‘grant special’ run by DPW) to be distributed to the properties in greatest need, as determined by Code Enforcement.  Mary seconded.  All in favor.  


	5. Strategic Planning


	The Board expressed a continued to desire to have the Mayor or a representative from his office attend a meeting.

Caroline said that drug awareness should be the main priority for the Board of Health.  This includes both opioid abuse and marijuana legalization discussions.

David suggested that mental health could be a topic added to strategic planning.  

The Board discussed housing/homelessness as a potential topic, but wanted to hear more on the subject before adding to the strategic plan.


	

	6. Opioid Crisis Discussion


	The Board discussed the possibility of providing funding for school nurses to receive a supply of Naloxone.  Caroline argued that unless the school nurses are calling for it, the Board of Health should not seek to provide   
The Board expressed an interest in inviting new Vermont Prescription Monitoring Service Chief Hana Houser to a future meeting.
