FIRST CLASS RESTAURANT/BAR LIQUOR LICENSE APPLICATION

Butch & Babe’s, 260 North Winooski Avenue*

A motion was made by Commissioner Tracy, seconded by Commissioner Ayres to approve the first class restaurant/bar liquor license application and outside consumption permit application for Butch & Babe’s. Target open date: November 1, 2014. Per BS no sprinkler/fire alarm/hood suppression system permits for the business fit up had not been issued yet; the property manager needs to get the plans and punch list to the Fire Marshal.  A separate building permit is needed since this “space/vanilla box” now has a tenant and thus a permit.  Pending Fire Marshal approval this application was unanimously approved by Commissioner Tracy, seconded by Commissioner Ayres.  This application along with the outside consumption permit application will be a part of the September 22, 2014 Local Control Commission Agenda.

FIRST CLASS RESTAURANT/BAR LIQUOR LICENSE APPLICATION (2014-2015):


Burlington Paint and Sip Studio, 29 Church Street, 1st floor*
A motion was made by Commissioner Ayres, seconded by Commissioner Tracy to approve the first class restaurant/bar liquor license application for Burlington Paint and Sip Studio.  Catherine Hover, co-owner shared with the Committee the concept of this studio. Local artists will hold two hour sessions and show individuals how to paint; they will take a finished product with them.  Beer and wine will be served and snacks to be determined what constitutes fulfilling the food policy.  LO encouraged Catherine to talk to MG, DLC investigator since he was at the meeting.  NB asked BS to weigh in about this space.  BS stated that there had been no Fire Marshal contact, Jeff Nick the landlord would need to contact them since he is handling the renovations.  Opening date is December 1, 2014.  A motion was made by Commissioner Tracy, seconded by Commissioner Ayres to table this application until the October 14th Local Control Sub-committee Meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

INFORMAL AFTER ACTION REVIEW: Art Hop 2014

All are in agreement that this event needs to be looked at closely, permits need to be in place in a much more timely manner and that there is no one person who coordinates this huge event that all want to be a success and brings in many people for their enjoyment.  MG commented that there is no command structure for this event.  On site visits need to occur and with short notice that puts him and Jamie Chase (the other DLC investigator) in a bind. 
SD stated that there is no central plan, no traffic plan, nobody to coordinate. One event is not a problem.  When there are many events he has to look at the totality of such events and things become quite time consuming especially with inadequate site plans, no evacuation plans and folks waiting until the last minute to provide such valuable information to ensure safety and success of these events. SEABA Executive Director Adam Brooks shared that he had no idea of some events that were happening and has committed to making next year’s Art Hop event one that will be smoother on so many levels.  All parties agreed to the following:  time is needed; a single point of contact and earlier licensing submissions.

NB confirmed that the Committee has no jurisdiction over this issue since there were no complaints regarding this establishment.  It was strongly encouraged that both parties work together toward a resolution.
