Agenda:  Addition  made to discuss new starting time of B.R.V. by Michelle.  Seconded and Agenda passed.
Minutes:  No meeting in November.  Minutes of Sept. and Oct.  will be reviewed in Jan. B.R.V.

Approval of applications:  New Apps.   152          Deletes   100   for November
Motion made by Michelle to accept and seconded by Helen.  Motion passed.
Kathy Dunn Report:  Scott Schrader will be resigning as of December 31, 2014.  Eugene Bergman will be taking over the job of elections and continuing his job as City Attorney.
Ward  and District updating;  the final street list will be done by Friday.  She states,  "We fixed everything we could find:  standardized street names,  Wards and Districts,  P.O. Box addresses searched.  Clean list sent to Sec. of State.  Duplicates taken care of;  no abbreviations now.  State requirement for HAUVA  (state- wide computer checklist) .  State is ready for update of HAUVA."
Kathy went over how the new city, district, Ward list would work: Wards 4 and 7are North;  Wards 5 and 6 are South;  Wards 1 and 8 are East;  Wards 2 and 3 are Central. The new Ward 8 election poll will be at Memorial Auditorium.  Parking meters will be labeled for voter use.
Members  Report:  Elisabeth did a post election review of forms used.
· When a voter moves from one ward to another and shows up  to vote in the new ward, they must fill out a change of address form.   The B.R.V. in the new ward must call the old ward to 
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· take the person off because they are now voting in the new ward.  The "Eligibility to Vote" form is used in the old ward to delete the person officially from that ward. Hand it to the official checker to do so and she puts it in the back of the checklist. Kathy Dunn states that it prevents someone from being able to vote twice.
· New registration forms:  Please make sure you give the pink copy to the applicant
· B.R.V.  election day "Work Sheet":  Not official so no SS# or Drivers' License numbers are to be put on it.  Those numbers are to be put on the "Eligibility to Vote" form.
· Lenore stated she sees a  necessity for the B.R.V to meet at least 2 times a month because of the volume of work that needs action on. No action on this.
· A special subcommittee meeting was agreed upon to review B.R.V. forms which was set for this Friday, Dec.5., from  9-10:30 a.m. at City Hall for any member that can make it.
· Elisabeth stated that one B.R.V. new position is open for application.
· Lenore voiced concern that there is no follow-up on Affirmation forms/lost registrations. 
· Elisabeth made a general statement, "You (individual members) don't have the ability to follow up on anything such as go to the Motor Vehicle Department."  Kathy Dunn stated that it is not her responsibility nor is it her duty to try to find (a misplaced or lost) application that will match that affirmation form of registration.  Michelle stated that we (with B.R.V. approval) have followed up with the D.M.V. and  it has been improved. 
· Helen voiced concern about the person who has voted in the past but is mistakenly deleted from the checklist. 
· Linda agreed that the affirmation form would be used less with proper education on the voting process.
· Discussion followed about history of affirmation form.  It became a requirement instead of going to see the judge on election day.  
· Michelle made a motion to change the D.M.V. meeting  time from 6 p.m. to 5 p.m..  Seconded and passed .
Next meeting January 6,  2015.   Helen made motion to adjourn.  Seconded and passed.
