• Since 2007 Champlain has made progress – we are currently housing 700 more 
students than in 2007.   

• Today we now have 1,150 beds on campus.   

• Added 376 permanent beds on campus, Lakeview, Adirondack, Bulter, 
Valcor, Juniper Halls.   

• Added 272 temporary beds in Winooski at Spinner Place 

• Secured approval to add 300 beds at Eagles Landing, estimated available 
8/2017.
