Subject:	 Fiscal Year 2017 Street Reconstruction Program.


In accordance with Section 27-30 of the City of Burlington Code of Ordinances, we are hereby notifying you of our Street Reconstruction Program for the upcoming construction season.  Work on will occur from May 1st to October 31st 2016.

WORK TO BE PERFORMED
Hickok Pl. is scheduled to be fully repaved starting late summer 2016. This work will consist of reclaiming the road and subsurface down 12 inches and then laying new pavement on the road. This work will take approximately 2 months from start to finish The Street Reconstruction Program includes repaving the area only between the curblines.  Driveway aprons are not included and are the responsibility of the abutting property owner; unless specifically granted exception during the project.  Traffic flow will be maintained with flaggers and traffic control signage.  Please be aware of the changes in the traffic pattern and use caution. 

Burlington Water Resources will be performing a variety of work listed below on Hickok St. in advance of the paving project. 

· Relining the Sewer main, which will involve inserting a new liner within the existing sewer pipe. This work will take approximately 1 week to complete.



· Relining the water main from Greene St. to Isham St., which will involve inserting a new lining within the existing water pipe. This work will include replacement of only galvanized services from the water main to the curb stop (property line). This work will take approximately 1 week to complete.

· Replacing the water main from N Union St. to Greene St., which will involve removing the old water main and replacing it with a new water main. This work will include replacing all services from the water main to the curb stop (property line). This work will take approximately 4-6 weeks to complete during which there will be a major impact to travel along this section of Hickok St.


OPPORTUNITY FOR PROPERTY OWNERS
The Street Reconstruction Project presents a unique opportunity for you to have your entire water service renewed from the curb stop to the home with reduced equipment, labor and road repair charges.  This is a considerable savings. If your home has a galvanized water service then you should think about replacing it with copper or plastic.  The City will not replace the portion of your service past the curb stop under this project. 

Over time, galvanized water lines can corrode from the inside out and restrict water flow and pressure to your home.  We are happy to inspect your home to determine if you have a galvanized line and give you a free estimate for replacement.  After reviewing the estimate, if you would like to proceed then we require a signed work order and one half of the total estimate as a deposit.  You would be billed for the remainder and we offer flexible payment arrangements. 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Galvanized water service: Replacement from curb stop to home is 100% owner cost but free from main to curb stop (normally a 50/50 split) and performed by the City

In addition to your water service, this is an excellent opportunity for homeowners to assess the condition of their sewer lateral.  The City only takes responsibility for the installation and repair of sewer mains, per City Ordinance, 26-71 (a), (d) and (q).  This is unlike water services where there are some cost sharing provisions for repair or replacement of services.  You would need to contract privately with a company to camera your sewer lateral and assess your replacement options.
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Sewer lateral from Oakland Terrace: Repairs or replacements are 100% owner responsibility and must be contracted privately 
TIME CRITICAL
Any property owner or utility company has until June 30, 2016 to complete any subsurface work to be subject only to the administrative and inspection portion of the street excavation fee.  A full excavation fee will be waived for property owners who schedule or complete utility upgrades, such as water or sewer service work prior to June 30, 2016.  A property that is adjacent to a street listed below, but whose address is not on those streets, fall under this category only if their utility service connections originate on Hickok Pl. 

To the extent it is feasible, we will try to accommodate your work schedule with ours.  No construction permits involving excavations within the city’s right-of-way will be issued on a street listed below after the City has completed a paving project.  It is important that you notify us if you have any plans (which may include replacing an existing or installing a new sewer, water, gas, communication, or buried electrical service).  Please call DPW with questions or to schedule work at 863-9094.
