We will be starting to install the water line down Colchester Court this week. We have finished installing it across the park, but still have a few days of restoration work to complete before moving onto the street. Weather permitting; we hope to start in the street on Wednesday.

You may have noticed this week that all of the utilities have been marked with paint, which is standard operating procedure. We will be starting on the park end of the street and working towards Colchester Avenue. As we go, we will also be hooking you water line up to the new 8” water line. There will be very little interruption to your service as we go and we will be placing notices in your mail boxes with daily updates on what we plan on doing the next day.

The end goal is to go across Colchester Avenue and connect to the existing 10” water line. As we progress down the street, we will also be removing the existing pavement. When we are finished, we will be putting down a new layer of asphalt as promised. I anticipate that the water line install will take 7 working days and then another 2 working days after to cross Colchester Avenue.

In regards to parking and access, I have been given permission from the new owners of the houses at the entrance of the street by Colchester Avenue to allow temporary parking during the day. As you likely noticed, they are renovating the houses so nobody is living in them at this time. Our site supervisor Corey Dopp will be on site every day. He will be the person in the white hat, so if you have any questions and need immediate answers please feel free to find him or call me at 373-0096.

Corey or I have spoken to most of you this week but we both understand that even though this type of work is every day stuff for us that it is the opposite for you and because of that we will be attentive as possible to your questions and needs.

Please keep in mind that site work is especially slow and tricky in situations where there are existing underground utilities and services. Simply stated, even though the existing utilities have been marked by experts that doesn’t mean we know exactly where they are. This means that we have to be slow and nimble in our approach and certainly there are also potential that we run into something that we could not have anticipated which could cause a scheduling delay.

Lastly, I apologize in advance for the disruption to your every day life and at the same time would like to thank you in advance for putting up with us. Site work is never pretty until it is complete, so please keep that in mind.
