Downtown Burlington Parking Improvements

Thank you for your support of the Downtown Parking Improvement Initiative. As you may know, the Downtown
Parking Team (see list of members below) had planned to launch a series of parking changes including new
technology and revised rates early in October 2014.

Due to a delay in availability of some of the new technology, we are delaying all changes to the public parking
system until November 1%. This will give us time to ensure installation of new technology. We will also use this
time for additional outreach and education to inform the community about the Fall changes to the parking system.

Over the next few weeks we will distribute information about the new system through a variety of public
information channels. As we get close to the November 1¥ launch, you may see us throughout the downtown
spreading the word.

Here is a list of the changes to the public parking system that will be in place as of November 1.
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« 285 Smart Meters in the downtown core will take credit cards. See map on back.
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« Smart Meter rates will be $1.50/hour.

* Smart Meters will have no time limits. Pay for as much time as you need.

* Smart Meters will be enforced until 10 pm.

* 5 Parking Kiosks will be installed on Main Street
- Look for them between Church Street & South Winooski Avenue
- Kiosk rates and times will be the same as Smart Meters

* No changes to rates or hours at existing meters
- If it only takes coins it's $1/hr until 6pm

Parking is still FREE on Sundays

The first 2hrs are still FREE in city garages
« Parking is still FREE on Sundays

* Marketplace Garage
- Hourly rates go up by $2/hour; Daily rate is now $10
- Coming Soon: An automated Lane that accepts credit cards or your 2hr FREE ticket

* Lakeview and College Street Garages
- Hourly rates go up by $1/hour; Daily rate is still $8

* Major garage repairs underway

* Investment in cleaner garages and more security
